Materials needed:  The only required item is a three-ring binder with pockets. Maintaining a neat and organized notebook will help you be successful. Colored pencils and index cards would be helpful but are not required.
Labs/Activities (Formative)-Since this is a block science class, be prepared to complete labs or hands on activities weekly.  All safety policies and procedures should be followed. Horseplay, leaving your assigned lab station/group, not using your time effectively, or any safety violation will result in the loss of lab privileges.  You will be required to complete an alternate assignment; repeated offenses will result in a zero grade for the lab.
Homework*/Openings/Closings (Formative/Informal)- Openings and closings will be checked weekly and should be kept in your notebook clearly labeled.  *Homework may be assigned at times, but will typically only be assigned if we run out of class time. If you use class time effectively, you should not have homework too often. 
Attendance- Attendance is very important.  If you are absent, you are responsible for any information discussed or demonstrated during class.  It is YOUR responsibility to get that information and your make-up work.  If you are absent and miss a quiz or test, it is YOUR responsibility to make it up within the timeframe established in the school handbook for excused absentees. 
Unit Exams (Summative)- All exams will be comprehensive for the current unit. You will have at least two formative grades for every one summative grade. There will be at least 5 summative grades this semester.
Quizzes (Formative)- Quizzes are one way I can determine when you are ready for a test or if you need to come in for one-on-one tutoring. There will be quizzes every Tuesday and Thursday, when there is NOT a test. 
Tutoring- Available from 3:30-4 Wednesday afternoons and other times by appointment.
Mastery is the minimal level, or baseline, a student must achieve on an assessment to have successfully met the standard, which is 80%. When students fail to achieve mastery, teachers will do the following to provide students with the opportunity to do so:

· Students MUST attend tutoring before mastery can be attempted.  During this time, the student will complete additional practice to review/reteach/reinforce the information. (You may complete the tutoring requirement and reassessment in the same session if preferred.)
· Recovery opportunities will be given on USA Test Prep. If your student does not have their log in then I can provide it for them. It can be completed at home or at school. The recovery will be available after the summative assessment and will be due before the next summative assessment. 

· If you are absent and it is an excused absence, you do not have to attend a tutoring session to turn in your missing assignments.  However, if you are present the day an assignment is due and do not turn it in or participate, you will need to attend a tutoring session before missing work will be accepted.
